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Thank you for agreeing to assist a VIP client in a name change matter.  This 
manual provides information and instructions on obtaining an adult name change, a 
minor name change, and a delayed birth certificate.  The information in this manual 
applies to name change proceedings in Philadelphia County. 

 
General Information 

 
Name Change Statute. Name changes in Pennsylvania are governed by 54 Pa. 

C.S.A. §§ 701-705.  If this is your first name change case, we suggest that you review the 
statute before beginning work on the case. 

 
VIP Name Change Criteria.  Name change cases often arise when a client 

discovers the name he or she has been using does not match the name on his or her birth 
certificate or when a client needs to change his or her name to evade a life-threatening or 
dangerous situation.  VIP requires that a client must need to obtain the name change in 
order to obtain photo ID and/or access to benefits in order to take on the case. 
Additionally, a client must not have an active criminal case and must not currently be on 
probation.   

 
Delayed Birth Certificate Statute.  Delayed birth registrations are governed by 28 

Pa. § 1.4.  If this is your first delayed birth certificate case, we suggest that you review 
the statute before beginning work on the case. 

 
Delayed Birth Certificate Criteria.  Delayed birth certificate cases arise when a 

client was never issued a birth certificate and/or there is no record of the client’s birth.  
Client must need to obtain a delayed birth certificate in order to obtain photo ID and/or 
access to benefits. Additionally, client must not have an active criminal case and must not 
currently be on probation.

Name Change Procedures 

 
Adult Name Change 

 
I. General Information. When you accept a name change case from Philadelphia 
VIP, you will receive an electronic copy of the case file.  The file will include contact 
information for the client and any other documentation the client provided during the 
intake process (i.e., copy of client’s birth certificate, etc.).  We will send client’s 
fingerprint card to you by mail.  There are some costs associated with a name change 
case that cannot be waived by the Court.  Prior to referring a name change case to a 
volunteer attorney, VIP has the client escrow money to cover those costs or has received 
approval from an outside funder to provide these funds (discussed further below). 
 
II. Preparing and Filing the Petition.  See sample at Appendix A. 
 

A. The Petition.   
 

1. The statute requires the following information to be included in the 
petition: 
 

a) The name client is changing from, 
b) The name client is changing to, 
c) Client’s current address, 
d) All other addresses client has resided at in the five years 
prior to the date of the petition, 
e) Client’s reason for seeking a name change. 
 

2. Your Petition should also include the following: 
a) An Order for Publication 
b) A Notice of Name Change 
c) A Decree for Change of Name 
 

3. Exhibits.  The court will also need to see a certified copy of 
petitioner’s current birth certificate.  If client only has one certified copy, 
VIP suggests submitting a copy to the court along with an attorney’s

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declaration.  You can then bring the original birth certificate with you to 
the hearing for the court to inspect. 
 
4. Drafting Note: If the client was born outside of Pennsylvania, there 
may be additional information regarding client’s birth that may need to be 
included in the petition.  Please contact a VIP staff member if you have 
any questions about what should be included in the petition. 

 
B. Filing the Petition.   
 

1. Adult name change petitions are filed in Discovery Court in the 
Philadelphia Court of Common Pleas.  The petition must be submitted 
through e-filing.  
 
2. VIP clients qualify for In Forma Pauperis status.  The e-filing 
payment screen offers an option for filing In Forma Pauperis.  When you 
select this option, a “Praecipe to Proceed In Forma Pauperis” will be 
generated and you can complete the filing.  A sample Praecipe to Proceed 
In Forma Pauperis is also attached as Appendix D. 
 
3. You will need to submit the client’s fingerprint card and birth 
certificate when the petition is filed.  We suggest submitting a copy of the 
birth certificate and bringing the original to the hearing for the Judge to 
inspect at that time.  A copy of the birth certificate can be submitted with 
the petition along with a Counsel’s Declaration Regarding Birth 
Certificate.  The original fingerprint card should be sent to the Office of 
Judicial Records, located at City Hall, Room 287, Philadelphia, PA. 

 

4. If your client might qualify for a waiver of the publication 
requirement due to a fear for his or her safety, please contact VIP for a 
sample language to include in your petition. 
 

III. After the Petition is Filed. 
 

A. Notice Publication. Once the Petition is accepted by the court, a hearing 
date will be scheduled and an order for publication will be issued.  When you 
receive the hearing date and publication order, please contact the VIP staff 
member who referred the case to you.  The staff member will arrange for notice to 
be published in The Legal Intelligencer and The Daily News.  After the notice has 
been published, each newspaper will provide an affidavit of publication, which 
the VIP staff member will forward to you by mail. 
 
B. Judgment Search.  The court requires a judgment search in adult name 
change cases.  Please ask the VIP staff member assisting you with the case to 
request a judgment search approximately 30 days before the hearing date.  We 
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receive judgment search results electronically and will forward them to you upon 
receipt. 

 
C. The Hearing. 
 

1. At the hearing you will need to provide the court with the 
affidavits of publication, the judgment search results, and the client’s 
original birth certificate (if the original was not provided at time of filing).  
The court will return the birth certificate to you. 
 
2. If the judgment search shows any outstanding judgments under the 
name client is changing from, you will need to either show the court that 
the judgment does not belong to your client or that client has notified the 
creditor of the pending name change. 
 

IV. Restrictions on Adult Name Changes. 
 

A. The statute limits the courts ability to grant a name change when an 
individual has been convicted of a felony.  Following a felony conviction, a court 
can only grant the name change if at least two calendar years have elapsed since 
the individual has completed his/her sentence and s/he is no longer on probation 
or parole. 
 
B. Additionally, there are certain felony convictions that will prevent the 
court from granting a name change even if the above criteria are met.  A full list is 
provided in the statute at 54 Pa. C.S.A. §§ 702(c)(2). 

 
C. VIP tries to screen cases for the above criteria, but if you become aware of 
any issues that would prevent your client from obtaining a name change, please 
contact the VIP staff member who referred the case to you. 

 
Minor Name Change 

 
I. General Information. The client in a minor name change case is the adult with 
legal authority to petition the court to change the child’s name.  In most cases this will be 
a biological parent of the child but can be any adult with legal custody of the child.  
When you accept a name change case from Philadelphia VIP, you will receive an 
electronic copy of the case file.  The file will include contact information for the client 
and any other documentation the client provided at the intake (i.e., copy of the child’s 
birth certificate, etc.).  Prior to referring a name change case, we require the client to 
escrow money to cover the costs associated with the name change process (discussed 
below). 
 
II. Preparing and Filing the Petition.  See sample at Appendix B. 
 

A. The Petition.   
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1. The statute requires the following information to be included in the 
petition: 
 

a) The petitioner’s name, current address, and relationship to 
the child, 
b) The child’s date of birth and names of parents as they 
appear on child’s birth certificate, 
c) The name child is changing from, 
d) The name child is changing to, 
e) All addresses client has resided at in the five years prior to 
the date of the petition, 
f) Client’s reasons for seeking a name change for the child. 
 

2. Your Petition should also include the following: 
a) An Order for Publication 
b) A Notice of Name Change 
c) A Decree for Change of Name 
d) The Domestic Relations Information Sheet (found on the 
Court’s website at: 
https://www.courts.phila.gov/pdf/forms/domestic-relations/09-711-
DR-Information-Sheet.pdf)  
 

3. Exhibits.  The court will also need to see a certified copy of the 
child’s current birth certificate.  If client only has one certified copy, VIP 
suggests submitting a copy to the court along with an attorney’s 
declaration.  You can then bring the original birth certificate with you to 
the hearing for the court to inspect. 

 
B. Filing the Petition.   
 

1. Minor name change petitions are filed in Family Court in the 
Philadelphia Court of Common Pleas.  The petition should be filed at the 
clerk’s office located at 1501 Arch Street, 11th Floor, Philadelphia, PA 
19102.  
 
2. VIP clients qualify for In Forma Pauperis status.  A sample 
“Praecipe to Proceed In Forma Pauperis” is included with these materials 
as part of the Sample Name Change Petition – Minor at Appendix B. 
 

III. After the Petition is Filed. 
 

A. Publication. Once the Petition is accepted by the court, a hearing date will 
be scheduled and a publication order will be issued.  When you receive the 
hearing date and publication order, please contact the VIP staff member who 
referred the case to you.  The staff member will arrange for notice to be published

in The Legal Intelligencer and The Daily News.  After the notice has been 
published, each newspaper will provide an affidavit of publication, which the VIP 
staff member will forward to you by mail. 
 
B. Service of Petition on Non-petitioning Parent.  In minor name change 
cases, the court requires that the non-petitioning parent be notified that a name 
change petition was filed for the child.  If the other parent agrees to the name 
change, he or she can sign an affidavit of consent. 

 
C. The Hearing. 
 

1. At the hearing you will need to provide the court with the 
affidavits of publication, proof of service, and the child’s original birth 
certificate (if the original was not provided at time of filing).  The court 
will return the birth certificate to you. 
 
2. The non-petitioning parent has a right to appear and be heard on 
the matter of the name change.  The court uses the “best interest of the 
child” standard to determine whether the petition should be granted. 
 
3. Depending on the child’s age, the court may want to hear from the 
child.  Please contact the Judge’s chambers prior to the hearing date to 
determine if the child needs to attend. 

 
Delayed Birth Certificate 

 
I. General Information. When you accept a delayed birth certificate case from 
Philadelphia VIP, you will receive an electronic copy of the case file.  The file will 
include contact information for the client and any other documentation the client 
provided during the intake process (i.e., any identification documents client has, etc.).  
For a delayed birth certificate case where the client is not changing his/her name, there 
may not be the costs associated with the case that there would be for a name change case.  
Therefore, prior to referring the case, VIP did not have the client escrow money to 
cover the costs that are discretionary for the court to require but which cannot be waived 
by the Court (discussed further below). 
 
II. Preparing and Filing the Petition.  See sample at Appendix C. 
 

A. The Petition.   
 

1. A Petition to Establish Birth Record must be filed in the Court of 
Common Pleas providing as much information as is had about the client: 
 

a) Applicant: [Name] 
b) Date of birth: [DOB] 
c) Place of birth: [County, State] 
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d) Gender at birth: [Male/Female] 
e) Mother’s name: [Mother’s Name] 
f) Father’s name: [Father’s Name] 
g) Subsequent name changes: [Additional Names/None] 
h) Subsequent gender changes: [Additional Gender 
Changes/None] 
 

2. Your Petition should also include the following: 
a) A Decree, which should include any requirements required 
by the state issuing the delayed birth certificate (i.e., New York 
requires that the client’s date of birth and place of birth be included 
in the order, even if they are not being amended) 
b) A Rule to Show Cause 
 

3. Exhibits.  The court will also need to see evidence of birth facts.  
This evidence should include as many pieces of evidence as possible, such 
as: 

a) A copy of the client’s numident from the Social Security 
Administration (“SSA”) if the client has used a social security 
number  
b) Any identification documents, including school records, 
marriage certificates, divorce decrees, medical records, or any 
other public record  
c) No Record Certification from the Pennsylvania Department 
of Health (or comparable document from the relevant state agency 
if the client was not born in Pennsylvania) documenting that there 
is no record of the client’s birth after a birth certificate request was 
made  
d) Affidavits from family members and friends who have 
first-hand knowledge of the client’s birth 

 
4. Drafting Note: If you are not requesting a name change from the 
name used on the identification documents the client does currently have, 
there may be no need for a judgment search, fingerprint, and/or 
publication.  It is worth trying to save the expense and not take those 
steps; however, understand that a court may request those steps to be 
taken. 

 
B. Filing the Petition.   
 

1. Adult delayed birth certificate petitions, also known as petitions to 
establish birth facts, are filed in the Philadelphia Court of Common Pleas.  
The petition must be submitted through e-filing.  
 
2. VIP clients qualify for In Forma Pauperis status.  The e-filing 
payment screen offers an option for filing In Forma Pauperis.  When you 
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select this option, a “Praecipe to Proceed In Forma Pauperis” will be 
generated and you can complete the filing.  A sample Praecipe to Proceed 
In Forma Pauperis is also attached as Appendix D. 
 

III. After the Petition is Filed. 
 

A. The Hearing. 
 

1. At the hearing you will present the court with the evidence of why 
a petition to establish birth facts is needed and the evidence to support the 
client’s birth facts. 
 
2. If required, the court will ask for affidavits of publication, 
judgment search results, and a fingerprint card.  Please note that for these 
cases, VIP has not had the client get fingerprinted or escrow money in 
advance since they are at the discretion of the court.  Therefore, if the 
court requires publication, the client will need time to save up the money 
for publication.  

 
Concluding Your Name Change or Delayed Birth Certificate Case 

 
I. Obtaining Amended Documents.  It is VIP’s preference that our volunteer 
attorneys assist clients with obtaining their amended documents, particularly amended 
birth certificates as dealing with the state department of vital records can be difficult.  
This should be clear in your original representation agreement with the client.  For further 
information on these state departments, please contact a VIP staff member.  If you choose 
not to assist the client with this and make that clear in the representation agreement, the 
letters at Appendices H and I, for adults and minors, respectively, will be good resources 
for the clients. 
 
II. Closing Letter.  As with all VIP matters, at the conclusion of the case, please send 
the client a closing letter with copies of all of the relevant documents from the case.  
Templates for these letters can be found at Appendices J and K, for adults and minors, 
respectively.  Please cc a VIP staff member on this letter and also let VIP know about 
how many hours you spent on the case.  This helps us with our reporting.  Thank you so 
much for assisting a VIP name change client!  And please contact VIP with any 
questions.
